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Structure of the academic year: general description

The academic year is structured in two terms, each comprised of 14 teaching weeks.

The first term starts on 14th September and continues until 22nd December 2026. Exams begin on 11th January 2027 and are held up to the 25th January. Resits start on 3rd February and are held until 12th February 2027. 

The second term starts on 15th February 2027 and continues until 31st May. Exams begin on 4th June and are held up to the 18th June. Resits start on 2nd July and are held until 15th July 2027.
